7. Belfast is the capital city of Northern Ireland and the seat of devolved government and legislative assembly in Northern Ireland.

Like other Anglican churches, it considers itself to be both Catholic and Reformed. In fact, in the Preamble and Declaration affixed to its constitution, it is identified as "the Ancient Catholic and Apostolic Church of Ireland" and "a reformed and Protestant Church." 
13. The Ulster Banner, also known as the Ulster flag the Northern Ireland flag or the Red Hand of Ulster flag, was the Flag of the Government of Northern Ireland between 1953 and 1972. It is still used to represent Northern Ireland in some sporting events in which Northern Ireland compete.

14. The Irish Rugby Football Union (IRFU) is the body managing rugby union in Ireland. The IRFU has its head office and grounds at Lansdowne Road, where Irish rugby union international matches are played

15. The Giant's Causeway  is an area of about 40,000 interlocking basalt columns, the result of an ancient volcanic eruption.

16. Cavehill is a basaltic hill overlooking the city of Belfast in Northern Ireland. It forms part of the south eastern border of the Antrim Plateau. It is distinguished by its famous "Napoleon's Nose", a basaltic outcrop which resembles the profile of the famous emperor and is said to have inspired the famous novel Gulliver's Travels. Cavehill is also an electoral ward of North Belfast.

17. Belfast Lough is a large, natural intertidal sea lough situated at the mouth of the River Lagan on the east coast of Northern Ireland. The inner part of the lough comprises a series of mudflats and lagoons.
18. The city of Armagh  is an ancient religious site of worship of both Celtic paganism and Christianity, the oldest of the five cities in Northern Ireland, and the county town of County Armagh

19. The University of Ulster is a multi-centre university located in Northern Ireland and is the largest single university on the island of Ireland, discounting the federal National University of Ireland

20. Gaelic games are the traditional sports played in Ireland. The two main Gaelic games are Gaelic football and Hurling, both of which are organised by the Gaelic Athletic Association (GAA). Other games organised by the association include Rounders and Gaelic handball. During the late 19th century, Gaelic games in Ireland were dying out. This decline was stopped and reversed by the GAA and the Irish national Gaelic Revival. Today they are the most popular games in Ireland

21. A gaelscoil is an Irish-speaking school, often also co-educational, usually found in Ireland, but outside the Irish speaking Gaeltacht areas.

22. The Mourne Mountains or Mournes, a granite mountain range located in County Down in the south-east of Northern Ireland, are among the most famous of the mountains in the country.

23. The Northern Ireland national football team represents Northern Ireland in international football. In such events, the constituent countries of the United Kingdom compete separately, but do not participate in the Olympic Games.

24. The Ireland Funds is a global fundraising organization for people of Irish ancestry and friends of Ireland dedicated to raising funds to support programs of peace and reconciliation, arts and culture, education and community development throughout the island of Ireland.

25. Saint Patrick, said to have been born Maewyn Succat, was a Roman Britain-born Christian missionary and is the patron saint of Ireland

26. The shamrock has been registered as a trademark by the Government of Ireland. It is also used by the Northern Ireland Tourist Board.

27. Alster Scots, also known as Ullans, Hiberno-Scots, or Scots-Irish, refers to the variety of Scots (sometimes referred to as Lowland Scots in contradistinction to the Gaelic language of the Highlands) spoken in parts of the province of Ulster – in East Antrim, north Down, north-west Co. Londonderry, the Laggan area of Donegal, and also in the fishing villages of the Mourne coast. It is one of three Anglic dialects spoken in Ulster, along with Mid-Ulster English (around the Lagan and Clogher valleys) and the Gaelic-influenced English of Donegal, the Sperrin mountains and the Glens of Antrim. 

28. Orange Order or the Orange Lodge, is a Protestant fraternal organization based predominantly in Northern Ireland and Scotland with lodges throughout the Commonwealth and the United States

29. The Battle of the Boyne was fought in 1690 between two rival claimants for the English, Scottish and Irish thrones - the Catholic King James and the Protestant King William, who had deposed James in 1688

30. UTV (formerly Ulster Television) is a television channel based in Northern Ireland. The channel is the Channel 3 licensee for the Northern Ireland regionand it is operated by UTV plc, a wholly-owned subsidiary of UTV Media.
31. James Craig, 1st Viscount Craigavon, Bart., PC (8 January 1871 – 24 November 1940) was a prominent Irish unionist politician, leader of the Ulster Unionist Party and the first Prime Minister of Northern Ireland.

47. The Troubles was a period of conflict involving republican and loyalist paramilitary organisations, political activist and civil rights groups, the Royal Ulster Constabulary (RUC), the British Army and others in Northern Ireland.

48. The Ulster Banner is the official name given to the Flag of the Government of Northern Ireland between 1953 and 1972. It is still used to represent Northern Ireland in sporting events in which Northern Ireland compete.
49. The Agreement, most often referred to as the Belfast Agreement or the Good Friday Agreement, and occasionally as the Stormont Agreement, was a major political development in the Northern Ireland peace process. It was signed in Belfast on 10 April 1998 (Good Friday) by the British and Irish governments and endorsed by most Northern Ireland political parties. On 23 May 1998 the Agreement was endorsed by the voters of Northern Ireland in a referendum. On the same day, voters in the Republic of Ireland voted separately to change their constitution in line with the Agreement. The Democratic Unionist Party (DUP) was the only large party that opposed the Agreement.
