“Green eyes.”
I would like to start my analysis with author. Author of this story is Sid Chaplin. He was born in the North – East in the family of miner. He began his work as a writer when he was 40. His story mostly about the miners. Writer described their life, problems, worries and joys with profound understanding, great sympathy and respect. The stories by Sid Chaplin are also noted for peculiar humor and irony that make some really dramatic story. The writer isn’t so much concerned with the plot but with the characters that are always flesh – and – flood and true to life.

The title of “Green eyes” is very simple, reader can suppose that this story about someone with green eyes, but that’s false. If you read it up to the end you understand that it has deep meaning. These eyes of the person who is fought by Uncle Bill. It is philosophical story, we can discuss about the plot of the story a lot of time and it’s quite difficult to understand Chaplin’s main idea. 

“Green eyes” is a character story. It is portrait of man who seems to hate everything and everyone and feared by everyone. The story is about the man, his name is Billy - Uncle Billy. He was a faightman. Billy spent some year in prison, after the situation when he killed a man. When he arrived he couldn’t find any work. He was in a “black list”, everybody refused him.
As for Uncle Billy he is the eldest brother in his family. He was always a faithful husband and a good father to his children, he was a miner. These qualities characterize him as a kind but very strong person with great ambitious but unfortunately he couldn’t realize them. He is a main character of the story.

Now a few words about stylistic devises: irony (“the sun from a filthy goat to human ape”), metaphor (“skimpy was a hard nut to crack”), similar (“world like a ball of lard in the grocer’s shop”), epithet (“he was completely bald”) and so on. The author used such kind of stylistic devises to show reader places of acts and help to imagine more careful and attentively.
As for me I don’t like this story, it’s not my cup of tea. I’m found this story too gloomy. Of course, “Green eyes” give occasions to think about life, how one full situation can change your all live. I prefer comic story, also deeply, but with funny and happy end.
