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Предисловие к словарю

Данный словарь рассчитан на широкий круг читателей. Особенно рекомендуется студентам медицинских специальностей, пациентам и лицам, самостоятельно изучающим английский язык медицинской направленности.

Словарь краткий – в него включены только термины, относящиеся к медицине, встречающиеся в рекламной статье. Словарь дает наиболее общее значение слов и терминов.
Медицинский терминологический словарь содержит 23 слова, расположенных в алфавитном порядке. 
Каждое заглавное английское слово снабжается грамматической характеристикой в виде аббревиатуры n, а и т.д.

Термины, относящиеся к определенным научным отраслям, снабжаются условными сокращениями (an., med. и т.д.).

Все слова даны в английском написании. Американский вариант приводится в скобках рядом с заглавным словом.

Все заглавные слова снабжены фонетической транскрипцией, которая ставится в квадратных скобках непосредственно после самого слова. Произношение дается по системе Международной фонетической транскрипции.

Ударение в транскрипции ставится перед ударным слогом. Главное ударение обозначается знаком ударения сверху [`…], второстепенное – знаком ударения снизу [, …].

Английский алфавит

A

alveolus [æl`viələs] n A small cell containing air in the lungs, a sac-like dilation of the alveolar ducts in the lung (plural: alveoli). 

B
bladder [`blædə] n A membranous sac that serves as a reservoir for urine. Contraction of the bladder results in urination.
breathing [`bri:ðiŋ] n When people or animals breathe, they take air into their lungs and let it out again. When they breathe smoke or a particular kind of air, they take it into their lungs and let it out again as they breathe.

C
cancer [`kænsə] n onc. This is a general term for more than 100 diseases that are characterized by uncontrolled, abnormal growth of cells. Cancer cells can spread locally or through the bloodstream and lymphatic system to other parts of the body. 
carbon dioxide [`ka:bəndai` ksaid] n bio., phys. A metabolic byproduct of carbohydrate metabolism. Carbon Dioxide collects in the tissues, is cleared by the blood (via the veins) and removed from the body via the lungs when we exhale air. 

cell [sel] n c.biol. An autonomous self replicating unit (in principle) that may constitute an organism (in the case of unicellular organisms) or be a sub unit of multicellular organisms in which individual cells may be more or less specialised differentiated) for particular functions. 

The individual units from which tissues of the body are formed. All living organisms are composed of one or more cells. 

cervix [`sə:viks] n med. The cervix is the entrance to the womb. 
D
drug [dr g] n A drug is a chemical which is given to people in order to treat or prevent an illness or disease. 
Drugs are substances that some people take because of their pleasant effects, but which are usually illegal.

E
emphysema [,emfi`simə] n med.  A pathological accumulation of air in tissues or organs, applied especially to such a condition of the lungs. It is a serious medical condition that occurs when the lungs become larger and do not work properly, causing difficulty in breathing.

G

genetic code [dзe`netikəud] n  mol. biol. Relationship between the sequence of bases in nucleic acid and the order of amino acids in the polypeptide synthesised from it. A sequence of three nucleic acid bases (a triplet) acts as a codeword (codon) for one amino acid. 

H
health [helθ] n A person's health is the condition of their body and the extent to which it is free from illness or is able to resist illness.
K
kidney [`kidni] n an. Kidneys are the organs in a body that take waste matter from a blood and send it out of a body as urine.

      The kidneys are shaped like two large beans, and act as a filter. The kidney function is to filter the blood and control the level of some chemicals in the blood such as hydrogen, sodium, potassium, and phosphate and they eliminate waste in the form of urine. 

L
lung [l ŋ] n an. The lungs are a pair of breathing organs located with the chest which remove carbon dioxide from and bring oxygen to the blood. There is a right and left lung. 

lung cancer [,l ŋ`kænsə] n onc. A cancerous growth in lung tissue. Lung cancer may be metastatic from another source (colon) or may be primary (tumour is of lung cell origin). Classification is based on the type of cell the lung cancer originates from (adenocarcinoma, alveolar cell carcinoma, squamous cell carcinoma, large cell and small cell carcinomas). 

M
mouth [mauθ] n an. Mouth is the area of a face where your lips are or the space behind lips where teeth and tongue are.
N
nicotine [`nikəti:n] n A plant alkaloid from tobacco, blocks transmission at nicotinic synapses.

Nicotine is the substance in tobacco that people can become addicted to.

O
oxygen [` ksidз(ə)n] n chem. A colourless, tasteless, odorless, gaseous element occurring in the free state in the atmosphere, of which it forms about 23 per cent by weight and about 21 per cent by volume, being slightly heavier than nitrogen. Symbol - O. Atomic weight - 15.96. 

P
pancreas [`pæŋkriəs] n an., gastr. A tongue-shaped glandular organ lying below and behind the stomach. 

        Pancreas is an organ in a body that is situated behind a stomach. It produces insulin and substances that help a body digest food.

R
respiration [,respə`rei (ə)n] n phys. Term used by physiologists to describe the process of breathing and by biochemists to describe the intracellular oxidation of substrates coupled with production of ATP and oxidized coenzymes.
A respiration is a breathing. 
S
skin [skin] n an. Skin is the natural covering of a body.

T
throat [θrəut] n an. Throat is the back of a mouth and the top part of the tubes that go down into a stomach and lungs.
toxic substance [`t  ksik`s bst(ə)ns] n chem. A chemical or mixture of chemicals that presents a high risk of injury to human health or to the environment. 

tumour (tumor) [`t  u:mə] n onc. An abnormal mass of tissue that results from excessive cell division that is uncontrolled and progressive, also called a neoplasm. Tumours perform no useful body function. They may be either benign (not cancerous) or malignant.
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
